Thank you very much for your contribution to ELF5 conference. We will publish the ELF Conference Proceedings as an e-book. The book will have an ISBN number. Initially, we will publish it online on the ELF5 website. This means only those who presented papers at ELF5 Conference will have access to the book. You will be able to download the book to your own computers or mobile devices and make copies of relevant sections for yourself and your colleagues.
Below please find the guidelines for preparing your conference paper for submission to ELF5 Conference Proceedings Book.

Guidelines for Conference Proceedings

1. It is the author(s)’ responsibility to proofread and edit their contribution to ELF Proceedings Book before submission of their final copy. 
2. This conference has defined a maximum limit of two submissions per author (including co-authored papers). Please note that proceedings submissions beyond this limit will not be considered for inclusion in the book.
3. Proceedings should be prepared using Microsoft Word (MS Word) 2003 / 2007 / 2010 or compatible programs. The main text should be aligned left, single-spaced, and typed in 12 pt Times New Roman with a length of between 2,500 and 3,000 words including the references. Please note that if the manuscript exceeds the given word limit, the author(s) will be asked to shorten it until they reach the given word limit.
4. The APA style (American Psychological Association – 5th ed.) for in-text citations and the references list should be followed.
5. All the sections and subsections should be named and numbered throughout the manuscript.  
6. The title should be centered in 14pt Times New Roman, boldface and all capitalized.
7. The author(s)’ names should be centered in 11pt Times New Roman.

8. The affiliation(s) should be centered in 9pt Times New Roman.

9.  An abstract of 250-300 words with the word ‘Abstract’ as the title should be aligned left in 9pt Times New Roman.

10.  Keywords with the word ‘Keywords’ as the title should be aligned left in 9pt Times New Roman.

11.  At the end of the manuscript (before the references section), a paragraph of about maximum 100 words including each author’s name, affiliation, e-mail address and bio data in 9pt Times New Roman should be provided.
12.  The manuscripts for the ELF5 Proceedings Book should be submitted via the ELF5 registration system (www.elf5.org). You will login to your accounts and will see the ‘proceedings’ prompt. When you click that ‘proceedings’, you will be given directions to upload your paper, work on it, edit it and finally submit it. 

13. The deadline for submission of the final version of your manuscript is July 31, 2012.
